These are two political
statements made in March that
were analyzed by Politifact
Florida and found to be mostly
false and left out vital
information. Politfact Florida is
a partnership between the
Tampa Bay Times and the Miami
Herald to check out truth in
politics. Reporters and editors
“fact check” statements by
members of congress,
Whitehouse, lobbyist and
interest groups and sort out the
truth in politics. Politifact was
awarded the Pulitzer for
national reporting 2009 for
coverage of the presidential
race, where they checked 750
political claims and separated
rhetoric from truth to enlighten
American voters.
