Kudos Certification Faculty

In 2011 our statewide program attracted
people from throughout Florida. We
organized the August schedule so that 11
CNM classes could be taken as an
intensive within the conference including
pre/post events. The CNM graduates
(see listing below) took part in the
interactive series. Each class concluded
with a related assignment, creating a
portfolio that demonstrated the
knowledge derived from the classes. The
graduates received a certificate from
FANO, Nova Southeastern University and
Broward College on August 12th.

FANO built this program starting in 1995,
when we conducted a grantwriting class.
Realizing many components of the
proposal writing finished product were
still missing, FANO created a nexus by
designing the certification series. As one
graduate said, “The portfolio is like a
boilerplate grant... we've got it now!”
